The elected 162 Town Meeting 
Representatives from across the Town’s nine 
voter precincts vote on the town meeting 
warrant articles. However, any registered voter 
is welcome to participate in the debate at Town 
Meeting. The Town Meeting sessions will also 
be televised live by Chelmsford Telemedia.
